                                            CHILDREN’S DAY PROGRAM Submitted by Brenda Williams

The year Pastor Kris came it was decided to make use of the empty Annex building and use it as a Library and to begin reaching out into the community by way of the Wednesday Children’s program we have for ten weeks each summer. The program resembles Bible School.
The children gather in the parking area at the sound of the noon whistle and line up to have prayer led by Pastor Kris.  They then wash their hands and proceed through the food line.  They eat on blankets that are spread in the yard.  Pastor Dave from the Lutheran Church leads the game time then they come into the sanctuary for the Pledge to the Christian and U.S. flags, songs and prayer led by Tina Brunner. 
Then they meet up with Susanne Guanera in the Library for crafts and other activities.  This year we added the Patriot News “Read for Hersheypark” program.  Each child who completes ten designated activities will earn a free pass to the park as well as a parking pass.
If you remember when we began this program we took turns volunteering to bring in food for the meal.  Then we hooked up with the United Way.  A menu was made and approved by the Dept. of Education and inspections were made by United Way, and the Dept. of Education and Agriculture.  Four total inspections in 10 weeks, deadlines to adhere to and paperwork to fill out weekly.  We paid nothing for the food and had nutritious meals.
Now we are coordinating our program with channel Food Rescue of North 6th Street in Harrisburg.  Channels organized in 1969 as a business that retrieves unused foods from businesses and within 24 hours distributes it to other programs such as ours.  Our food is free, there is no paperwork or deadlines or inspections.  Just a weekly trip to pick up the food.  We are promised a Protein, starch, fruit, vegetable and drink.
We have had ham and cheese sandwiches, potato salad, fresh cherries, apples, iced tea and punch with popcorn. Chicken salad sandwiches, cheese twists, carrot strips, peaches and chocolate milk were served the second week.  Fried chicken, macaroni salad, feta cheese and  pasta salad, potato chips, fruit salad and chocolate milk on the third week.
Our food comes from places like Holy Spirit and Harrisburg Hospitals, Coakleys, Long John Silvers, Olive Garden, Pizza Hut, Pennsylvania Bakery, Walmart, Target, Blue Ridge, West Shore and the Hershey   Country Clubs, Hershey Park, Hershey Lodge and Convention Center, Giant  Starbucks a many more.
Sue Sheaffer has been helping with the food prep, set up and cleanup.  The program ends with a special presentation by the children on August 22.  Everyone is invited to come and bring friends for the Church picnic that will follow the service.
Stop by some Wednesday and see what is happening.  It is your church program and you need to see what is happening so you can promote it.  The kids like it when people drop by to visit.  Mike May made a special visit and played patriotic music for them while they ate their lunch.

In the original contract for the new church building, the people were responsible for adding the great arch, heaters, seats, windows, chandeliers, hall lights and carpeting.  Members of the congregation sponsored  the stained glass windows as memorials to loved ones who included the first pastor, Rev. Joseph Brady, A.G.White, Thomas White, John Shoemaker, Jacob Steel, Isaac Kirkpatrick the first Elder, Moses Kirkpatrick and one to Jane Black.  The windows were adorned with religious symbols such as: lilies, which stands for spiritual growth; anchors for the believer's hope;  a dove for the Holy Spirit; wheat for spiritual blessings; grapes for judgement; an open Bible signifying the searching for the word of God; a quatrefoil, the symbol of the four evangelists and four gospels.  The cost for the windows when installed was $561.00  The cost of the entire building $9,745.16. 
 

Dedication was held April 27 and 28, 1889 and "even with the two days of rain there was a good turnout".  Since then the structure has remained nearly the same, except for a few small additions.  In 1923 the primary classroom was added, a kitchenette  located in hall area to today's kitchen  and restrooms were then added bringing the size to 5449 square feet.  A new covered entranceway on Cumberland Street was added at a cost of $3,000.  In 1954 the new enlarged kitchen and the room now used as the pastor's office was added. 
With the land obtained from the town the church  with 193 members, began plans to erect a new brick building in 1888.An architect from Philadelphia was secured for fifty dollars to design the new building, with another fifty dollar payment at the completion of the drawings.  Construction was slated for Feb. 1888 with an estimated cost of $5,600. This bid did not include the windows, heat system or furnishings.  Auchmuty and Sweger, local contractors, accepted the bid and began construction.
Shortly after this on April 6, 1888, the Duncannon Record ran a lengthy story regarding the legality of the building and the rights of the ownership from a "citizen" of the town who opposed the plans for the new church. 
 

The Boro gave the matter "prompt and careful consideration" and said that the Presbyterians did indeed have legal claim to the property "by reason of twenty-one years of undisturbed possession".  A subsequent letter to the editor from an "observer" justified the church's actions pointing out that a number of prominent town representatives had supported the congregations choice including John Boden, Robert Clark, the Roneys, Irwins, Blacks, Kirkpatricks and Burns.  He also included the Whites, Moores, Carneses, Micheners, Harrises Willses and Steeles, who were "among the best citizens in the community, whose record was as good, honorable, peaceable, and law abiding citizens."   These names should all be noted good Presbyterians as well.
 

The controversy subsided and construction continued.
